Semi-protected waters
Coastal or tidal waterways 
within 2 nautical miles 
from the low-water 
mark or banks of 
Lake Alexandrina and 
Lake Albert.

Protected waters
All inland waters excluding 
Lake Alexandrina and 
Lake Albert.

Unprotected waters
Waters more than 2 
nautical miles from 
the low water mark of 
the coast or banks of 
Lake Alexandrina and 
Lake Albert.
